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Vice President Report Nova Scotia – Terry Kiley
   From the time of my last report, we as a National Executive had our fall NE meetings in Toronto. Details of this meeting can be found in the National Executive Report. Here are a few highlights from November 13 until end of April 14.
  UNDE members from across the country meet in Toronto for two days to develop bargaining demands to send to the PSAC bargaining conference. It was two days of consolations and rigorous debate. We went well into the evenings coming up with what we thought were well crafted bargaining demands. We also nominated members to be sent to the PSAC bargaining conference, to be considered as bargaining team members.

Although not all nominees were successful we did have members selected for the TC and SV groups.
  We followed up this conference in February, with all of the components, at the PSAC National Bargaining Conference, in Ottawa. At that conference the bargaining demands from all of the 17 components were debated and prioritized by the delegates. The elected bargaining team members left the conference committed to strengthen our collective agreements and to protect our members rights, and the work we do for the Public Service of Canada.   

  April 3-6 we had our regional presidents’ conference. Members from all Nova Scotia   locals meet at White Point, Liverpool to discuss issues and plan a direction ahead. We invited senior Human Resources managers so we could ask questions and express concerns that members have asked us to address. We questioned them on the issue of work descriptions and the length of time it takes to process them. They say they are working on them as quickly as possible and it takes time to do the research to classify them properly. We had a discussion on the impact of Bill-C4 on the workplace. As a result of this bill, essential services will no longer be negotiated with us as the bargaining agent. The employer has the authority to choose any, and/or all employees at the worksite to be declared essential, without consultation with the bargaining agent.

  Our PSAC National President, Sister Robyn Benson was able to attend on the second day and gave us an update of how the PSAC is giving the real story on sick leave. The employer’s numbers “don’t add up” with that of statistics Canada. Articles in our CA provide the employer with the means to ensure that sick leave is used the way it should be. UNDE National President Brother John MacLennan was also on hand to give us an update on WFA. Since 2012 over 2000 members have received WFA letters, not all have lost their positions, but many have had to compete, through the SERLO process for their own positions. WFA is not over; the employer is looking at more employee reductions.  Both Robyn and John clearly stated that big business want the unions dismantled for their own benefit and using our employer to pick a fight with the PSAC!
